Workshop Topic:  Discussion of New Bond Debt Issuance 

Mr. McGlothlin explained that a municipality can only borrow money under authority granted by statute.  Ms. 
Blanchett discussed the various financing options such as cash funding, municipal bonds and installment purchase 
agreements.  She reviewed the City’s existing debt and noted that the City has very little outstanding debt for a 
community this size.  She further discussed debt limitations and noted the obligations that are exempt from 
statutory debt limitation such as revenue bonds. 

Mr. McGlothlin and Ms. Blanchett discussed the various types of bonds including general obligation bonds, revenue 
bonds, special assessment bonds, capital improvement bonds, voted unlimited tax bonds, Michigan Transportation 
Fund Bonds, and Tax Increment Revenue Bonds.  Ms. Moore explained the process for issuing bonds.  She noted 
that the City’s general obligation bond rating is AA+.   

Discussion ensued regarding estimated bond amounts based on the potential road funding projects.  Discussion 
was also held regarding cash funding versus bond funding as bond financing allows the City to smooth out the 
impact to the general fund balance as projects are funded. 

The meeting adjourned at 6:48 PM.

a. The Auburn Hills Police Department proposes the creation of a dedicated K9 
program, with two K9 teams, to enhance community safety, improve operational 
effectiveness, and foster stronger relationships between law enforcement and the 
public.  
 

b. Over the last 5 years (2022-2025), we have experienced an increased need for 
the use of a K9, and they have been deployed 197 times (average of 39.4 times 
per year).  This does not include the number of times we requested a K9, and 
none were available, which would significantly increase the total number of times 
we need them per year. 

 
c. Benefits of a K9 Program include – 

i. K9s can locate suspects, contraband, or explosives in a fraction of the time 
it would take officers alone

a. The Police Department currently equips staff with Armor Express Surge III (rifle-

rated protection) ICW (In Conjunction With) Plates to be worn as body armor 
inside the external ballistic vest.  Each officer is provided with a front plate and has 
the option of wearing a back plate. The department’s current surge plates were 
manufactured in April 2021. 
 

b. The National Institute of Justice recommends replacing ballistic plates every 5 to 
10 years to ensure they continue to provide adequate protection.  
 

c. The manufacturer (Armor Express) provides a warranty against material or 
manufacturing defects for five years and recommends replacing the body  
armor plates every five years.

Chairperson Beidoun shared the public hearing procedure and the steps the Commission will follow. 
 
5a.  Auburn Hills Downtown Municipal Parking Lots. (6:04 p.m.) 
Part 1 - Public Hearing/Motion – Recommendation to City Council for approval of the rezoning of 3157 
Auburn Road from B-2, General Business District to D, Downtown District, or any other appropriate zoning 
district. 
 
Part 2 – Recommendation to City Council for Site Plan approval to construct municipal parking lots on the 
portion of 3157 Auburn Road immediately adjacent to Auburn Road and on vacant land located at the 
northeast corner of Churchill Road and Auburn Road. 
 
Mr. Beidoun opened the public hearing at 6:05 p.m. 

Mr. Cohen confirmed that the hearing documents are in order and that no written communications have been 
received regarding this petition. 

Mr. Cohen stated that this is a City-initiated proposal to establish two new public parking lots to support Downtown 
Auburn Hills and Riverside Park. 
 
He explained that Planning Commission consideration includes two separate but related actions: 

      March 4, 2026 
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1. A rezoning request, and 
2. Site plan approval. 

 
The first action is a request to rezone the former Farm Boy property at 3157 Auburn Road from B-2, General 
Business District, to D, Downtown District. This request is consistent with the City’s Master Plan, which designates 
the property for Downtown Mixed Use. The proposed rezoning will align the zoning classification with the long-term 
vision for this area and further strengthen its integration into Downtown. 
 
The second action involves approval of a site plan for a total of 111 public parking spaces. Of these, 91 spaces are 
proposed on the former Farm Boy property along Auburn Road, and 20 spaces are proposed on the vacant parcel 
at the northeast corner of Churchill Road and Auburn Road. 
Mr. Cohen explained that the City has completed parking studies to assess both current and future needs in 
Downtown Auburn Hills. The findings demonstrated a clear need to expand public parking capacity to support the 
continued success of Downtown businesses and ensure a convenient, positive experience for residents and 
visitors. In response to these findings, the City Council strategically acquired the properties and directed staff to 
proceed with developing the proposed parking lots. 
 
These parking lots have been thoughtfully designed as a western extension of Downtown Auburn Hills. The plan 
incorporates extensive landscaping and a decorative streetscape along Auburn Road to create an attractive, 
pedestrian-friendly environment that complements the character and quality of the Downtown. 
 
The City’s goal is to complete all or part of these improvements by the end of this year to address parking needs in 
a timely and proactive manner. 
 
Mr. Cohen stated that the staff recommends approval of both the rezoning request and the site plan. 
 
Andy Wiseman, Nowak and Fraus, 46777 Woodward Ave., Pontiac, MI 48342, who designed the project on 
behalf of the City, was available to answer any technical questions from the Commission. 
 
The Commission asked about the following: 

1. Sufficient capacity of the underground water detention system; 
2. Necessity of oil separation in the detention system; 
3. A physical barrier between the parking lot and the auto repair shop; 
4. The walkway in front of the auto repair shop; 
5. Potential that this will be paid parking. 

 
Mr. Wiseman explained that the capacity of the underground water detention is sufficient and will be cleaned out 
regularly. This detention area does not require an oil separator. He stated that there will be a landscape barrier 
between the lot and the auto repair shop, but not a fence. Mr. Cohen explained that the sidewalk in front of the auto 
repair shop is not anticipated to be replaced until the property is redeveloped, but this improvement could be further 
evaluated as this project is implemented if the property owner is agreeable. 
 
With respect to paid parking, Mr. Cohen explained that the City is exploring paid parking in certain high-traffic areas 
of Downtown, but at this time, it is not foreseen for these lots. There have been preliminary discussions about the 
City offering a paid residential permit or license for some of the spaces in the Farm Boy lot in the future, as part of a 
long-term plan to accommodate the existing residential units in the mixed-use developments within Downtown.  Mr. 
Lang stated that an electronic gate is not planned for these lots. 
 
Richard Lehto, 37 Churchill Road, who resides north of the Farm Boy lot, stated that while he supports additional 
Downtown parking lots, he is concerned about whether the lots will have posted hours. He also asked whether 
there will be a barrier or fence along the back (north) part of the parking lot, as well as concerns about people 
walking through the auto repair shop parking lot. 
 
Mr. Cohen explained that it has not yet been determined whether the parking lots will have limited hours. He 
reiterated that some spaces may be permitted or licensed for use by nearby residential units in the Downtown.  Mr. 
Cohen explained that there will be a decorative fence at the top of the retaining wall, except for a small area left 
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open to pile the snow in the winter. Mr. Cohen felt confident that the City would work with the adjoining residents to 
ensure proper buffering and security on both sides of Churchill Road if trespass or nuisances became an issue 
after the lots were constructed and operational. 
 
Ty White, 30 Churchill Road, also expressed a similar concern about the fencing. She thanked Mr. Cohen for 
speaking with her and for sending her information about the project prior to the meeting.  She plans to demolish the 
existing home on her property and build a new one in the future. Mr. Cohen stated that the City is open to providing 
additional landscaping and, if needed, a decorative fence barrier for the Churchill lot adjacent to Ms. White’s 
property. 
 
There being no further public comments, Mr. Beidoun closed the public hearing at 6:19 p.m.

INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY 
The Police Department currently equips staff with Armor Express Surge III (rifle-rated protection) ICW (In 
Conjunction With) Plates to be worn as body armor inside the external ballistic vest.  Each officer is provided with 
a front plate and has the option of wearing a back plate. The department’s current surge plates were manufactured 
in April 2021. The National Institute of Justice (NIJ) recommends replacing ballistic plates every 5 to 10 years to 
ensure they continue to provide adequate protection. The manufacturer (Armor Express) provides a warranty 
against material or manufacturing defects for five years and recommends replacing the body armor plates every 
five years. The Police Department has adopted a historical replacement cycle for ballistic equipment every five 
years, following the manufacturer’s recommendation and aligning with the NIJ recommendation for replacement.   

The Armor Express Surge III ICW plates offer lightweight, high-performance rifle protection designed to work in 
conjunction with soft body armor. The plates are independently tested to exceed NIJ Level III standards. Officers 
will be given the option to select the size of the plate they will wear inside their vest.  The sizing options are: 7x9, 
8x10, and 10x12.   

On January 7, 2026, an invitation to bid was placed on BidNet Direct for the contract to supply the Police 
Department with replacement Surge plates.  The closing of the bid was February 10, 2026, at 1:00 p.m. at the City 
Clerk’s Office.  Four (4) vendors responded with sealed bids.  They are:

The total purchase amount will not be known until after the staff has selected the plate size best suited for each 
individual. 

$40,000.00 was approved in the 2026 budget to buy active shooter protective equipment. The department’s original 
recommendation was to purchase Armor Express Surge III ICW Plates from On Duty Gear, who has been our uniform 
vendor for 20 years, and provides excellent customer service.  On February 24, 2026, the proposal to purchase 
ballistic plates was presented to the Public Safety Advisory Committee and they recommended approval.  However, 
after further review of the purchasing ordinance and in order to comply with our ordinance, the justification to 
purchase from the second lowest bidder did not meet the justification criteria.  For those reasons, we are 
recommending the purchase be made with Ray O’Herron Company out of Illinois, who was the lowest bidder and 
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will ship the plates directly to the Police Department.  Subsequently the Public Safety Advisory Committee has been 
informed of this change.  
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Staff recommends approval to purchase Armor Express Surge Plates from Ray O’Herron Company in an amount not 
to exceed $40,000.00.

INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY 
Crank’s Services, LLC (Crank’s) has been providing food and beverage services for Fieldstone Golf Club since 2016. 
During that time, staff and patrons alike have provided positive feedback on both service level and food quality 
offered by Crank’s via Arrowhead Grille and banquet services. The most recent Food and Beverage Services 
Agreement between Auburn Hills and Crank’s was for a one‐year term, beginning on January 1, 2025, and concluding 
on December 31, 2025.  

The subject of preparing and advertising an open bid process for food and beverage services at Fieldstone Golf Club 
was discussed. Through those discussions, it was determined that due to the success of Crank’s in operating the 
Arrowhead Grille during their tenure, the positive relationship the City has with the company, and an unfavorable 
bidding environment which includes little competition, it would be prudent to seek a contract renewal with Crank’s. 
Therefore, City staff and Crank’s staff began working together to prepare a contract renewal with terms and 
conditions that would be acceptable to both parties. Following those discussions, we have reached an agreement 
on a five-year renewal and Crank’s has approved of the food and beverage services agreement extension.  

The proposed five-year renewal maintains the current $55,000 annual base rent and adds a commission on food 
and beverage sales (excluding tax, gratuity, and service charges). The original 2016 agreement included base rent 
only. The commission structure brings additional revenues more in line with the market. The proposed terms are: 

• 2026: $55,000 annual base rent +3.5% of all on-site food and beverage sales
• 2027: $55,000 annual base rent +3.5% of all on-site food and beverage sales
• 2028: $55,000 annual base rent +3.5% of all on-site food and beverage sales
• 2029: $55,000 annual base rent +4.0% of all on-site food and beverage sales
• 2030: $55,000 annual base rent +5.0% of all on-site food and beverage sales

Additionally, under this proposed agreement Crank’s will provide a continental breakfast menu annually from May 
1 through October 1, and the City, at the City’s cost, will replace or service the existing walk-in cooler at Fieldstone 
Golf Club and construct an already budgeted and planned fence near the clubhouse veranda for a tidier appearance 
of stored materials related to Crank’s food and beverage operations at Fieldstone. 

The fourth extension agreement has been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney. 
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Staff recommend approval of a five‐year extension to the Food and Beverage Services Agreement with Cranks 
Services, LLC.

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FOURTH FOOD AND BEVERAGE SERVICES 
EXTENSION AGREEMENT 

 
 

 This Fourth Food and Beverage Services Extension Agreement (“Extension”) is made by and 
between the City of Auburn Hills, a Michigan municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as the 
“City” or the “City of Auburn Hills”, and Crank’s Services LLC, a Michigan limited liability company 
with its principal place of business in Shelby Township, MI, hereinafter referred to as the “vendor” 
or “contractor”, or “Crank’s” agree to enter into this Fourth Food and Beverage Services Extension 
Agreement as of the date stated below.   
 
 
RECITALS: 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Auburn Hills owns and operates a championship golf facility known 
as Fieldstone Golf Club of Auburn Hills located at 1984 Taylor Road, Auburn Hills, Michigan 48326 
that includes, among other things, an 18-hole golf course, a club house with restaurant, bar and 
outdoor patio banquet area, and practice facility; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the original Fieldstone Golf Club of Auburn Hills Food and Beverage Services 
Agreement was entered into for a term of March 1, 2016 to December 31, 2020 (“Original 
Agreement”) and expired on December 31, 2020 and beginning in 2021 the parties entered into a 
series of Food and Beverage Services Extension Agreements (“Agreement”) extending and 
continuing the Original Agreement, as amended, to December 31, 2025; and 
 

WHEREAS, the parties desire to extend and continue the Original Agreement, as amended, 
with the Original Agreement, as amended, being extended for an additional term of five years by this 
Fourth Agreement, upon the expiration of the term of the Original Agreement, as amended, on 
December 31, 2025, and commencing on March 17, 2026, and extending to and expiring on December 
31, 2030, with this Fourth Extension Agreement being subject to and having all of the same terms, 
conditions and specifications outlined in the Original Agreement as amended, except for language 
revisions referenced herein; and 

 
 WHEREAS, on March 16, 2026, the Auburn Hills City Council adopted a motion approving

Services LLC with an effective date of March 1, 2016. The Contractor shall pay the
City the following:

Rent payment shall be due the first day of each month, which payment shall be applied 
toward those items listed in Appendix G. The $11,000 per month payment shall be 
paid for the proceeding month. (i.e. the payment for May 2026 will be paid on May 1, 
2026). “On-site food and beverage services” means the sale, service, or provision of 
food, beverages, alcohol, concessions, catering, banquet services, restaurant service, 
patio or outdoor service, beverage cart service, and any similar food or beverage 
offerings prepared, sold, or distributed from or within Fieldstone Golf Club, regardless 
of whether such sales are made to golfers, guests, or event attendees, but excluding 
sales made exclusively for off-premises delivery or services not conducted at 
Fieldstone Golf Club. 
 
In addition to the annual base rent of Fifty Five Thousand Dollars ($55,000), payable 
in five (5) equal installments as listed above, the Contractor shall pay the City a 
commission on all on-site food and beverage services. For the purposes of calculating 
commission, revenue shall exclude sales tax, gratuities, and service charges. 
Commission shall be calculated on a monthly basis. Payment of the commission due 
for each month shall be remitted to the City no later than the fifteenth (15th) day of the 
following month. Each commission payment shall be accompanied by a written sales 
report detailing total food and beverage revenue for the preceding month, including a 
breakdown of daily sales and catered/banquet sales, and, upon reasonable written 
request by the City, the Contractor shall provide itemized gross receipts and permitted 
exclusions, point-of-sale summaries or equivalent system-generated reports, and such 
additional supporting documentation reasonably necessary for the City to verify the 
accuracy of the commission calculation. The Contractor shall maintain complete and 
accurate books and records relating to all food and beverage sales for a period of not 
less than three (3) years and shall make such records available to the City, upon 
reasonable notice, for inspection and audit. 
 

3.  The parties acknowledge that the existing walk-in cooler located within Fieldstone 
Golf Club shall be serviced or replaced by the City at the discretion of the City. The 
City, within its sole discretion, shall determine whether full repair or replacement is 
warranted based on condition and operational need. If replacement is undertaken, the 
walk-in cooler shall remain the property of the City. Except as expressly provided in 
this Section, Contractor shall remain responsible for routine maintenance and cleaning 
of the walk-in cooler consistent with Section 16 of the Original Agreement, as 
amended and extended. If a replacement is made, the Contractor shall be responsible 
for making alternative accommodations for refrigerating food at its own expense 
during the time a replacement has the walk-in cooler out of service.

While most workstation equipment purchases are typically within the 
administrative approval threshold, the number of scheduled replacements for the City Council puts the costs for 
these replacements over that threshold. The cost for the scheduled replacements comes to $14,540.04.

INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY 
Every 4 years negotiations take place regarding potential changes to the North Oakland Water Authority (NOCWA) 
water service contract with Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA).  As a reminder, NOCWA is made up of Auburn 
Hills and 3 other surrounding communities (Orion Twp, City of Pontiac, and Rochester Hills).  The 4 entities form a 
purchasing consortium, in which we purchase water as a group, thus leveraging operational benefits and savings 
for all involved.  In short, we operate our water systems as a team, keeping flows and peaks down at key times to 
minimize cost(s). 

The last amendment of the contract was approved in the summer of 2022, thus we are due for another amendment 
this year.  An approved contract amendment #5 will not go into effect until 2027 and will influence the 2027-2028 
fiscal year charges.  The two major points of negotiation are updating our max daily flow and peak hour flow 
numbers, which are the major drivers of the cost of water to the group.  All changes can be viewed in Attachment 
2, which has a summary of all changes to the contract. 

Flow data from the last 10 years is being used in negotiating the max day and peak hour values.  These numbers 
have been vetted and scrutinized by each of the 4 entities and have been reviewed by NOCWA’s engineer, OHM. 
OHM helps compile and put all the data together to make sure we are not missing information or looking at the 
wrong numbers.  We look at the data several times as a group and then come to a consensus on what values should 
be selected.  For contract amendment 5, we are proposing our max day to be 40.2 MGD, down from 43.5 MGD in 
2022.  For peak hour we are proposing 46.1, down from 48.6 in 2022. 

For many different reasons, all 4 entities of NOCWA are following the industry trend of slightly declining water 
usage, which is leading to lower flow numbers.  Although our numbers will be lower, it is important to note the fact 
that it does not automatically mean lower rates.  All other member partners of GLWA are also re-negotiating their 
contracts this year and their new numbers will also influence the cost share of the system.  If a majority of 
communities can lessen their values like NOCWA, then we may see a similar charge percentage allocated to us.  If 
we are part of a minority or systems that lower their numbers, we could see cost savings.  At the end of the day the 
prediction is that the piece of the pie for NOCWA will be similar, even with lower flow rates. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
City staff recommend approval of Amendment 5, in which the full contract can be viewed as Attachment 1 to the 
memo.  City staff and OHM are comfortable with the numbers proposed by the group.  If approved by Auburn Hills 
and all other local governing bodies, then the NOCWA board will vote and execute the contract with GLWA.  This 
proposed amendment will run from 2027 to 2031.

AMENDMENT NO. 5 TO WATER SERVICE CONTRACT 
BETWEEN 

GREAT LAKES WATER AUTHORITY 
AND 

NORTH OAKLAND COUNTY WATER AUTHORITY 

This Amendment No. 5 (“Amendment”) is made between the Great Lakes Water 
Authority, a municipal authority and public body corporate (“GLWA”), and the North Oakland 
County Water Authority, a municipal corporation (“Member Partner”).  GLWA and Member 
Partner are collectively referred to as the “Parties”. 

RECITALS 

A. GLWA leases, operates, and maintains the public water supply system owned by the City of
Detroit (“System”); and

B. On July 1, 2015, the Parties entered a Water Service Contract (“Contract”) reflecting the terms
and conditions governing the delivery and purchase of potable water, as subsequently amended
and assigned; and

C. The Contract provides for periodic reopening on a four-year schedule, of which the Parties
wish to avail themselves; and

D. Article 15 of the Contract permits the Parties to amend the Contract by mutual agreement; and

E. In consideration of the mutual undertakings of the Parties and for the benefit of the public, it
is the mutual desire of the Parties to enter this Amendment to amend the Contract as set forth
in detail in the following sections.

ACCORDINGLY, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS: 

1. Exhibit A of the Contract is amended by deleting in its entirety the existing Exhibit A and
substituting the attached Exhibit A in its place.

2. Exhibit B of the Contract is amended by deleting in its entirety the existing Exhibit B and
substituting the attached Exhibit B in its place.

3. Except for the provisions of the Contract specifically contained in this Amendment, all
other terms, conditions, and covenants contained in the Contract shall remain in full force
and effect and as set forth in the Contract.

4. This Amendment to the Contract shall be effective and binding upon the Parties when it is
signed and acknowledged by the duly authorized representatives of both Parties and is
approved by Member Partner’s governing body and the GLWA Board of Directors.

INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY 
Every 5 years the City of Auburn Hills updates its Water Master Plan, in accordance with requirements set forth 
from the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE).  This plan has several components, 
each checking boxes for either local or federal requirements.  The Reliability Study, General Plan, Asset 
Management Plan, and Capital Improvement Plan are all requirements that will be fulfilled on the state (EGLE) level. 
These sections will fulfill requirements set forth through the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA).  Federal requirements 
include submitting a Risk and Resilience Assessment and an Emergency Response Plan to the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA).  These documents will help fulfill the 2018 America’s Water Infrastructure Act (AWIA).  All 
aforementioned items will be covered under this Water Master Plan update. 

Our primary Engineer, OHM Advisors, will be working with City Staff to gather and organize all information about 
our water system.  Verifying inventory of pipe ages and materials, verifying water pressures and flows in all areas 
of the system, and other pertinent information will be gathered.  This information will help us build and prioritize 
future CIP projects and when they should be completed in the future.  This information leads to studying the rate 
structure and making sure we are charging the appropriate amount for our services and have appropriate level of 
service goals within the department. 

The OHM scope of services is included in the packet as Attachment 1, in which you can see and get a breakdown of 
all the parts of this plan update, and the amount of effort required in each area.  The full report will take months to 
complete, but certain portions will be ready for the federal deadline of June 30, 2026, which is set forth in the AWIA. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Since this plan update is required through both the SDWA and the AWIA, Staff recommend moving forward with 
this project and update.  Funds were budgeted in GL 592.536.817.000 but are a short of what is required.  An 
increase in appropriations of $41,500 will need to be made to this GL to cover the full Water Master Plan cost of 
$116,500. 

MOTION 
Move to Approve Scope of Services from OHM Advisors for the 2026 Water Mast Plan Update in the amount of 
$116,500.  Further, increase appropriations in GL 592.536.817.000 by $41,5000 to cover the costs of the update.

Dear Mr. Baldante: 
 
Thank you for this opportunity to provide professional engineering services for the preparation of a Water System 
Master Plan and the documents needed for compliance with America’s Water Infrastructure Act of 2018 (AWIA) 
for the City of Auburn Hills (City). The Water System Master Plan will incorporate the components of a Water 
Reliability Study, General Plan, and Asset Management Plan (AMP). There are many elements in common between 
these documents. Completing these together will result in a more efficient inventory and robust Capital 
Improvement Plan (CIP). The Water Master Plan will address the requirements of the Michigan Department of 
Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE) Safe Water Drinking Act (Act 399).  
 
The City has also requested that OHM update the documents needed for compliance with AWIA. Under AWIA, 
the City is required by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to update its Risk and Resilience 
Assessment (RRA) and Emergency Response Plan (ERP) every five years. The City previously developed and 
certified its RRA and ERP to the EPA in June 2021 and December 2021, thus these documents are nearing their 
time for renewal.  
 
Based on several discussions with the City, it is understood that the City desires to comply with the regulatory 
requirements and update its hydraulic model. The hydraulic model will be used to efficiently address anticipated 
development and Act 399 permits within its service area. This plan will ultimately be used by the City to address 
high-priority asset needs that are critical to the City’s infrastructure performance, hydraulic capacity, and planning 
for future capital and operating expenditures. We have prepared the following project understanding and scope of 
services to be provided by OHM Advisors based on our previous discussions. 
 
PROJECT UNDERSTANDING 

The Master Plan will address several EGLE-required items. The Water Reliability Study focuses on planning for current 
and future water system demands. It addresses items listed under Part 12, Reliability, R 325.11203 and R 325.11204 
of Act 399. The General Plan includes the hydraulic analysis of the system and addresses Part 16, R 325.11604 
through R 325.11606. The AMP addresses new requirements under Part 16, R 325.11606. An AMP includes 
condition assessment, failure risk analysis, and revenue structure to look at life-cycle costs of system operation, 
maintenance, and repair or replacement. 
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The Reliability Study focuses on planning items including population and water demands for three separate planning 
periods (existing, 5-year, and 20-year). Average day, maximum day and peak hour water demands must be calculated 
for the three planning periods. In addition, fire protection needs must be identified. The Reliability Study also 
documents the capacity of the existing water source, pumping capacity, and storage and compares that capacity to 
the existing and future needs of the system. In the case of the City, the Reliability Study will evaluate the ability of 
the Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA) to provide enough water volume at contract pressures to provide for the 
needs of the system. 
 
The General Plan includes the hydraulic analysis of the system as well as the CIP. The hydraulic analysis must include 
creation of pressure contour maps for the various water demand conditions for the three planning periods. Available 
fire protection flows must also be provided. In addition, a comprehensive map of the system showing service 
boundaries, location of water system components, water main size, material, age and the location of hydrants and 
valves must be provided. The final component of the General Plan is the CIP. The CIP must identify necessary 
system improvements for the 5-year and 20-year planning periods. 
 
An AMP addresses the following components: 

 Details of the system used to maintain inventory of assets 
 Description of the methodology to assess criticality considering likelihood and consequence of failure 
 Statement of level of service goals 
 A 5-year and 20-year capital improvements plan (can be same as General Plan CIP) 
 Summary of the revenue structure and rate methodology to provide sufficient resources to implement the 

AMP. 
 

In addition to the Water Master Plan, we understand that the City desires to comply with the requirements of the 
America’s Water Infrastructure Act of 2018 (AWIA), which involve updating its RRA and ERP. The RRA and the 
subsequent ERP will be developed per the requirements of Section 2013 of AWIA and other applicable Sections 
and requirements that are necessary but not specifically referenced herein, as required by AWIA. OHM will act in 
the capacity of an advisor as the City develops its RRA and ERP. The final certification and eventual execution of 
these Plans lie within the sole discretion of the City.  
 
Per the AWIA requirements, utilities that serve less than 50,000 people, which includes the City, were required to 
initially certify their RRA documents to the EPA by June 30, 2021, and their ERP documents by December 30, 2021, 
or six months following certification of their RRA. OHM previously assisted the City in developing and certifying 
its RRA document to the EPA in June 2021 and its ERP document six months later, in December 2021, as required 
by AWIA. It is then required to update the RRA and ERP documents every five years and re-certify them to the 
EPA. Thus, the City’s updated RRA must be certified to the EPA by June 30, 2026, and the updated ERP must be 
certified by December 30, 2026, or within six months following certification of the RRA, whichever is sooner. 
 
The City, a member of the North Oakland County Water Authority (NOCWA), receives its water supply through 
five actively metered connections with the GLWA. The system is divided into five service districts and eight pressure 
districts. The physical components of the City’s water supply include approximately 200 miles of 6-inch to 24-inch 
diameter water main, pressure reducing valves, a 1-million-gallon elevated storage tank, and a 3 million gallon per 
day (MGD) booster station in the North Service District. This study will address these assets.  
 
SCOPE OF SERVICES 

The objective of OHM Advisors’ proposed scope of services is to prepare a plan with the aforementioned 
requirements as it relates to the City’s water system. The following scope of services is proposed for the City’s 
consideration:  
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Task 1: Project Initiation and Data Review 
Under this task, OHM will initiate the project and obtain necessary information to proceed with the analysis. Specific 
work efforts include: 

 Organize and attend a kick-off meeting with City staff to review project goals, objectives, and project 
schedule. 

 Obtain necessary updated planning information to perform population projections and water demand 
calculations.  

 Obtain desired fire protection rates and zoning information (if needed). 
 Review current status of the water system data and identify required information to be updated. 
 Review current AWIA requirements, designate key City staff contacts and involvement (Information 

Technology, Finance, Operations, Administration, DPS) based on expertise and need, and establish a 
specific timetable for AWIA-related tasks. 

 
Task 2: Risk Assessment 
The City’s horizontal asset inventory will be updated based on the GIS database. We propose to use existing GIS as 
the repository for the asset assessment. Under this task, the City will also be asked to review and update (as needed) 
the inventory and assessment of vertical assets compiled during the 2020 Water Master Plan project. The assessment 
portion of this task will utilize new, existing, and historic water system information to approximate infrastructure 
condition (in lieu of actual field condition testing).  
 
We propose to complete the following work associated with Task 2:  

 Review City-provided water main break data since the last AMP was completed. We assume the break data 
includes date of break and location. 

 Review the 2020 consequence of failure/criticality assessment with the City. Update the criticality criteria 
with lead service line (LSL) information. 

 Perform approximation of potential remaining useful life of water main infrastructure given the water mains’ 
age, material of construction, break history, and maintenance history.  

 Review updates to the vertical asset inventory and condition assessment. 
 
As part of this task, asset risk calculations will be updated by identifying asset probability of failure (based on asset 
condition) as well as consequences of failure (based on qualitative or quantitative information, such as potential 
service disruption impacts). As part of this task, we also propose to review the existing critical asset information with 
the City and update as needed for incorporation into the risk assessment. This includes locations such as schools, 
the municipal complex, police and fire stations, industrial users, etc. OHM will use a combination of GIS and 
spreadsheets (Microsoft Excel format) to perform the calculations and analysis. 
 
Please note that R 325.11606 requires that the presence of LSLs be a factor for prioritizing asset criticality which 
was not required during the previous Water Master Plan update. It is OHM’s understanding that LSLs do not exist 
in the City’s system.  
 
Task 3: Planning and Demand Projections 
Under this task, OHM will evaluate and analyze updated population and consumption data. OHM, with the 
assistance of City staff, will compile updated planning data that will be used in the creation of water system demand 
projections. Under this task, OHM will assemble, evaluate, and analyze water demand and water system capacities 
to determine the sufficiency of the water system to meet existing and future needs. OHM will use existing data to 
determine the City’s peak hour demands. 5-year and 20-year demands will be estimated based upon population 
projections while also accounting for planned developments. Maximum day and peak hour peaking factors based on 
existing conditions will be utilized. It will also be necessary to analyze water billing records to determine non-revenue 
water within the system, to provide a breakdown of water use by different customer classes, and to identify the top 
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water users in the system to distribute water demands accurately within the hydraulic model. We assume that billing 
record data will be available for these calculations.  
 
Specific work efforts include the following: 

 Compile and report planning data as required by the provisions in Act 399. These items include the 
following: 

a. Current, 5-year, and 20-year populations based upon SEMCOG population projections and City 
input. 

b. Number of service connections and annual usage totals for each customer class as determined by 
the public water supply. 

 Compile and report the collected water consumption data (current, 5-year, and 20-year planning periods) as 
required by the provisions in Act 399 using information from the City’s SCADA and GLWA Wholesale 
Automated Meter Reading (WAMR) Portal. These items include the following: 

a. Present and projected average daily demands. 
b. Present and projected maximum daily demands. 
c. Present and projected peak hourly demands. 
d. Present and projected fire flow demands. 
e. Basis for demand projections. 
f. Monthly and annual water purchase and consumption. 

 Determine diurnal demand use pattern for average day and maximum day demands 
 Develop a GIS layer of average annual usage per meter to distribute demands, if available. 
 Determine if the system has adequate transmission capacity, pumpage capacity, and storage capacity under 

existing and future scenarios. 
 Analyze non-revenue water. 
 Meet with the City to review results from Task 2 and Task 3. 

 
Task 4: Hydraulic Model Development 
OHM proposes to update the existing water model with newly installed water main. Updated water demands, 
operating criteria, and elevation data will be input into the water model to simulate pressures and available fire 
protection under current conditions. Operational criteria will be obtained from the City. It is important that these 
operating set points be properly input into the water system model. The model will then be calibrated based on 
hydrant flow testing performed as part of this project. OHM will provide suggested hydrants for testing and will 
assist the City with the flow tests. It is anticipated that approximately 16 to 20 test locations will be selected. Two 
days of field work for hydrant flow testing are included in this proposal. Water demand scenarios for average day, 
maximum day, and peak hour for existing, 5-year, and 20-year planning periods will be updated in the hydraulic 
model under this task utilizing the data gathered during Task 3.  
 
We will also update the City’s water demand diurnal patterns. These diurnal patterns can be applied at the junction 
nodes so that an extended period modeling simulation can be evaluated. Unlike a steady state model simulation, an 
extended period simulation can display system operations such as tank filling and draining and pumps turning on 
and off over time. This type of modeling can better calibrate system operations rather than a steady state model that 
focuses on a single time period. 
 
As part of the General Plan requirements, maps displaying the water service district boundaries will be provided 
along with a map displaying water main size, material, and age. Hydrants and valves and other water system 
components will also be included on the maps.  
 
Specific work efforts include the following: 

 Work with the City to update water system GIS data if necessary for model incorporation. 
 Update water model with system changes. 
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 Populate water demand scenarios for average day, maximum day, and peak hour for existing, 5-year, and 
20-year planning periods in the model. 

 Populate demand patterns for average day and maximum day demands. 
 Input operational settings. 
 Identify 16-20 [MC1]hydrant flow test locations and assist City with hydrant testing. Two days of field work 

are anticipated for this effort. 
 Acquire SCADA data of flow rates, tank water levels, system pressures, and pump operations during the 

dates of hydrant tests. 
 Calibrate steady-state and extended-state models. 
 Develop General Plan map. 

 
Task 5: Hydraulic and Operational Analysis  
Once the model has been updated and calibrated, it will be used to determine anticipated system pressures during 
average day, maximum day, and peak hour demands for existing conditions. Existing available fire protection flow 
during a maximum day demand period will also be shown. Deficiencies in pressure or areas of fire protection concern 
will be identified for existing conditions. EGLE requires that a minimum pressure of 35 psi be maintained 
throughout the system during normal demand conditions, including peak hour demands. The model will also be 
used to assess system pressure and available fire protection flow for the 5-year and 20-year planning periods.  
 
OHM will meet with City staff after areas of concern from the existing conditions model are identified. Proposed 
water system improvements to fix existing pressure concerns (either too low or too high) and to improve fire 
protection flows will be initially based on existing conditions. Once the hydraulic-driven improvements are identified 
and agreed upon with the City, the model will be updated to include those improvements and the 5-year, and 20-
year future water demand scenarios will be modeled. If other hydraulic-driven improvements are needed based on 
these future scenarios, they will be noted and presented. Once the hydraulic-driven system improvements have been 
identified and incorporated in the water model, the pressure maps and fire protection maps will be updated for the 
existing, 5-year, and 20-year future projections, as required. 
 
Specific work efforts include the following: 

 Perform model analyses for average day, maximum day, and peak hour demand scenarios for existing, 5-
year, and 20-year planning periods. 

 Perform fire protection model analyses for existing, 5-year, and 20-year planning periods. 
 Perform a maximum day extended period simulation for an operational analysis of the system. 
 Identify capital improvements needed to address pressure or fire protection concerns for the three planning 

periods. 
 Meet with the City to review system deficiencies and recommended capital improvements. 
 Perform modeling of future scenarios with finalized system improvements. 
 Develop maps summarizing the model results. 

 
Task 6: Level of Service and Revenue Structure 
We will work with the City to update their current level of service goals as desired. The level of service goals helps 
define the way staff and water system stakeholders (residents, board, etc.) want the utility to perform over the long 
term.  
 
Development of a revenue structure is required. This proposal assumes that the City will use results from recent 
financial analyses to perform this assessment. Therefore, only minimal effort is proposed as part of this task, which 
relates to assisting City finance staff (or their designee) with questions and performing revisions on the proposed, 
prioritized CIP upon City request.  
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Task 7: Capital Improvement Plan 
Under this task, a Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) will be developed based upon the recommendations from the 
AMP, hydraulic analyses, and input from the City on corresponding projects. Water system CIP projects will consider 
hydraulic issues identified during Task 5, risk analysis findings from Task 2, and City-directed desired projects for 
the 5-year and 20-year planning horizons. A map showing proposed projects will be created and cost opinions will 
be developed. 
 
Task 8: Development of Water Master Plan Report  
As part of this task, a Water Master Plan report will be generated for the City for submission to EGLE, including 
the findings, results, and conclusions from the above-outlined tasks. OHM will meet with the City to review the 
findings and recommendations from the Water Master Plan report. 
 
Specific work efforts include the following: 

 Develop a draft written Water Master Plan report summarizing the findings, results, and conclusions. 
 Meet with the City to review the draft report. 
 Finalize the written report to reflect comments received and submit an electronic copy in PDF format to 

the City for submission to EGLE. 
 
Task 9: Risk and Resilience Assessment Update 
Under this task, OHM will complete the RRA through a series of workshops and online tools. There are several 
voluntary consensus standards and resources for Risk and Resilience planning available through the EPA, 
Department of Homeland Security, and professional organizations. The EPA’s Voluntary Self-Assessment Tool 
(VSAT), which is based on AWWA’s J100-10 Risk and Resilience Management of Water and Wastewater Systems, 
and the AWWA Water Sector Cybersecurity Risk Management Tool were designed to satisfy the RRA requirements.  
 
The RRA must address the following:  

 The risk to the system from malevolent acts and natural hazards; 
 The resilience of the pipes and constructed conveyances, physical barriers, source water, water collection 

and intake, pretreatment, treatment, storage and distribution facilities, electronic, computer, or other 
automated systems (including the security of such systems) which are utilized by the system; 

 The monitoring practices of the system; 
 The financial infrastructure of the system; 
 The use, storage, or handling of various chemicals by the system; and 
 The operation and maintenance of the system. 

 
Although the EPA does not require water systems to use specific designated standards, methods, or tools to conduct 
the RRA required under AWIA Section 2013, OHM will utilize the AWWA G430 Security Practices for Operation 
and Management and AWWA J100-10(R13) Risk and Resilience Management of Water and Wastewater Systems as 
guides. OHM will utilize the EPA’s VSAT to quantify the system’s risk of and resilience to malevolent acts, natural 
hazards, and other threats. It should be noted that since the development of the City’s RRA in 2021, a new version 
of the VSAT tool has been developed that contains new threats and updated costs associated with the financial 
impact analysis, so an updated analysis utilizing the new version of the VSAT will be required.  
 
AWWA’s Water Sector Cybersecurity Risk Management Tool will also be used to assist the City in complying with 
the cybersecurity provisions in AWIA. This cybersecurity tool was used during the development of the City’s RRA 
in 2021, but has also since been updated, so a refresh of the cybersecurity analysis utilizing the updated version of 
this tool will also be required. 
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Specific work efforts include the following: 
 Review background information from the 2021 RRA report. 
 Facilitate up to three (3) 2-hour workshops to review information, identify and pair critical assets and threats, 

and calculate risks using the updated VSAT Tool. 
 Facilitate up to two (2) 1-hour workshops to complete the AWWA Cybersecurity Tool.  
 Develop RRA report and review with the City. 
 Assist City with certification of the RRA to the EPA.  

 
These RRA efforts are proposed to be completed by June 5, 2026, to allow sufficient time for the City to certify its 
completion of the RRA to the EPA by the June 30, 2026, deadline. As a reminder, the RRA report itself should not 
be submitted to the EPA as part of the certification process as it is for internal use only. 
 
Task 10: Emergency Response Plan Update 
Similar to the RRA, the City must also review and update its ERP at least once every five years (and within six 
months of the RRA update) and certify completion to the EPA. The water system ERP is required to describe 
strategies, resources, plans, and procedures the utility can use to prepare for and respond to an incident, natural or 
man-made, that threatens life, property, or the environment. Incidents can range from small water main breaks or 
localized flooding to large-scale natural disasters or system contamination, among other examples.  
 
The ERP should include: 

 Strategies and resources to improve the resilience of the system, including the physical security and 
cybersecurity of the system. 

 Plans and procedures that can be implemented, and identification of equipment that can be utilized, in the 
event of a malevolent act or natural hazard that threatens the ability of the community water system to 
deliver safe drinking water. 

 Actions, procedures, and equipment which can obviate or significantly lessen the impact of a malevolent act 
or natural hazard on the public health and the safety and supply of drinking water.  

 Strategies that can be used to aid in the detection of malevolent acts or natural hazards that threaten the 
security or resilience of the system. 

 
It is understood that the City has an existing ERP for City operations that addresses disaster preparedness and 
continuity of operations during an emergency. This ERP was updated to meet AWIA requirements in 2021. As part 
of this effort, OHM will work with the City to update outdated components of the ERP and to ensure the ERP 
includes the necessary components to comply with current AWIA requirements.  
 
Specific work efforts include the following: 

 Review the City’s existing ERP and identify updates necessary to comply with AWIA requirements. 
 Facilitate up to two (2) 2-hour workshops to update the ERP. The purpose of these meetings will be to 

review and identify the potential responses and available resources to address the recognized risks from the 
RRA. 

 Update the ERP report and review with the City. 
 Assist City with certification of the ERP to the EPA.  

 
These ERP efforts are proposed to be completed by December 4, 2026, to allow sufficient time for the City to certify 
its completion of the ERP to the EPA by the December 30, 2026, deadline. It should be noted that the ERP 
certification is due within six months of certification of the RRA or by December 30, 2026, whichever is sooner. As 
such, the ERP may need to be certified to the EPA before December 30, 2026, depending on the date on which the 
RRA is certified to the EPA. As a reminder, the ERP report itself should not be submitted to the EPA as part of 
the certification process as it is for internal use only. 
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ASSUMPTIONS AND CLARIFICATIONS 

The above-listed scope of services was prepared with the following assumptions: 
 The City will perform hydrant flow testing with observation by OHM.  
 Access to water system data is readily available, including GIS and SCADA data. 
 OHM will be pleased to provide additional services for this project on an hourly basis. Services not included 

in this proposal include: 
a. Additional field verification, assistance, or data collection. 
b. Model troubleshooting due to data availability and/or connectivity issues. 
c. Other requested tasks, meetings, or efforts not outlined in the above scope of services. 

 
SCHEDULE 

Assuming authorization by City Council on March 16, 2026, OHM Advisors proposes to submit the final Water 
Master Plan report deliverable to the City no later than September 30th, 2026, assuming hydrant testing can be 
completed early May 2026.  
 
OHM also proposes to submit the final RRA report to the City no later than June 5, 2026, to allow sufficient time 
for the City to certify its completion of the RRA to the EPA by the June 30, 2026, deadline. Similarly, OHM proposes 
to submit the final ERP report to the City no later than December 4, 2026, to allow sufficient time for the City to 
certify its completion of the ERP to the EPA by the December 30, 2026, deadline (or within six months of the RRA 
certification). These project durations depend on timely responses from the City when information requests are 
verbally or formally submitted. As outlined in the Scope of Services, ongoing involvement is needed from the City 
to maintain task progress and schedule.

INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY 
The City of Auburn Hills and its staff require regular and consistent dry cleaning services to comply with collective 
bargaining agreement obligations. On February 6, 2026, the city published a request for proposals (RFP) for dry 
cleaning services on the Michigan Intergovernmental Trade Network (MITN) seeking prices for various dry cleaning 
services. Some of those services include dry clean/press for uniform pants, uniform shirts, launder/press for dress 
shirts, amongst several other dry cleaning and laundry services. As a result of the published RFP, the city received 
five (5) bids from qualified dry cleaning vendors on February 27, 2026.  

The City of Auburn Hills went out to bid for dry cleaning services primarily for two reasons. First, and most 
importantly, it is wise to go out to bid for this service every few years to survey the market and ensure that the city 
is receiving these services at competitive, market rates. Second, the city has begun to experience inconsistent and 
in some cases unreliable services from the city’s current dry cleaning service provider. The table below identifies 
the vendors that submitted bids as well as their pricing for each of the requested services.  

After analyzing each of the services and their associated costs, M Dry Cleaners is the low bidder. As a part of the 
vetting process, staff contacted each of the three listed references provided by M Dry Cleaners, which include a law 
office, a dentist’s office, and a doctor’s office. All reference checks provided positive feedback regarding their 
experience with M Dry Cleaners. Additionally, staff met with the owner and operator of M Dry Cleaners on site at 
the City Campus to get a better sense of pick-up and drop-off locations as well as the uniforms and clothing of both 
sworn and civilian staff that will require service at both City Hall and the Public Safety Building.  

M Dry Cleaners is prepared to provide both pick-up and delivery dry cleaning services to the City of Auburn Hills 
three days a week (Monday, Wednesday, and Friday). It should be noted that the city’s public safety personnel 
require the majority of these services because of their various police and fire department uniforms. Dry cleaning 
services for public safety personnel are paid for by the city, while all other staff may choose to use the dry cleaning 
services at the listed prices, however civilian staff pay for this service out of their own pocket.

 CONTRACTED SERVICE AGREEMENT 
 
This Contracted Service Agreement (“Contract”) is made this ___ day of _______ 2026, by and 
between the CITY of AUBURN HILLS, 1827 North Squirrel Road, Auburn Hills, Michigan 48326 
(hereafter “the City”) and M Dry Cleaners whose address is 38 W. Square Lake Road, Troy, MI 
48098 
 (“Contractor”).  
 

I.  Engagement of Contractor 
 

1.01 The City engages the Contractor and the Contractor agrees to perform the following 
services:   
 
 
Provide dry cleaning, laundry, and clothing repair services to the City of Auburn Hills and 
its employees. The service will take place in the City of Auburn Hills’ City Hall, the Auburn 
Hills Public Safety Building, and the Auburn Hills Community Center, whose addresses 
are 1827 N. Squirrel Road, 1899 N. Squirrel Road, and 3350 E. Seyburn Drive, 
respectively.  
 
 
These services shall be performed three times per week (Monday, Wednesday, and 
Friday) between the hours of 8:00 AM and 4:00 PM at locations specified by mutual 
agreement between the Contractor and the City. The Contractor agrees that it is his/her 
responsibility to determine the method and pattern of work necessary to perform the 
services required by this Contract. 

 
II. Relationship to City 

 
2.01 The relationship of the Contractor to the City is to be that of an independent contractor.  

No benefits or liabilities, such as retirement benefits or liabilities, pension rights or 
liabilities, insurance rights or liabilities, holiday pay, sick pay or other rights or liabilities 
arising out of a contract for hire or employer-employee relationship, either express or 
implied, shall arise or accrue to either party as a result of this Contract.  The City assumes 
no liability for any employment related taxes on behalf of the Contractor, including but not 
limited to any unemployment, workers compensation, FICA, income or other withholding 
taxes. 

 
2.02 The Contractor shall under no circumstances represent himself/herself as an employee of 

the City and the Contractor shall be an independent contractor under this contracted 
Service Agreement. 

 
III. Contract Term 

 
3.01 This Contract is effective commencing April 13, 2026 and expiring at midnight on March 

31, 2029 unless terminated sooner in accordance with the terms of this Contract.  The 
Contractor recognizes the fixed duration of this Contract and agrees that he/she has no 
reasonable expectation of a continued relationship with the City in any capacity beyond 
the expiration date of this Contract. Sections 6.01 and 6.02 of this Contract shall survive 
the expiration of the Contract. 

 
IV. Compensation 
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4.01 During the life of this Contract, the City agrees to pay the Contractor for the 
services performed under this Contract at the costs listed in the attached “Bid 
Form” as well as the attached prices found in the “Bid Tab” document. It is 
understood and agreed by the parties that the compensation stated above includes 
any and all remuneration to which the Contractor may be entitled and that the 
Contractor shall not receive any fringe benefits (including but not limited to 
overtime pay, holiday pay, sick pay, vacation pay, retirement benefits, pension 
benefits and insurance benefits) in addition to or in lieu of the compensation stated 
above. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for paying any and all taxes on 
the amount paid by the City to the Contractor. 

 
V.  Method of Payment 

 
5.01 This document will be in sufficient detail to provide the City with the dates worked and the 

services performed on each of those dates.  A separate contract from the “Contractor” is 
preferred, but not required for payment. 

 
VI. Hold Harmless 

 
6.01 The Contractor agrees to release, indemnify, defend, and hold harmless The City of 

Auburn Hills, including all elected and appointed officials, all employees, representatives, 
and volunteers, all boards, commissions, and/or authorities, including but not limited to 
the Tax Increment Finance Authority, Brownfield Redevelopment Authority and the 
Downtown Development Authority, and their officers, employees, representatives and 
volunteers from any injuries, liability, damages, expenses, attorney’s fees, causes of 
action, suits, claims or judgments, costs, incurred and/or arising from the Contractor’s 
performing its work, jobs, duties and/or any other actions and/or omissions of the 
Contractor and/or its employees, representatives and/or agents pertaining to and/or in 
connection with the Activity and/or Services. 

 
6.02 The Contractor agrees to maintain and provide the City with copies of the Contractor’s 

general liability and workers compensation insurance policies. In lieu of a workers 
compensation insurance policy, a sole proprietor form or WC-337 form must be submitted. 
The Description section of ACORD form is to read:  

 
It is understood and agreed that the following shall be additional insured: 
 
The City of Auburn Hills, including all elected and appointed officials, all employees, 
representatives, and volunteers, all boards, commissions, and/or authorities, including 
but not limited to the Tax Increment Finance Authority, Brownfield Redevelopment 
Authority, and the Downtown Development Authority, and their officers, employees, 
representatives and volunteers shall be Additional Insured Person(s) or Organization(s). 
The Contractor and its employees, representatives and agents agrees to release, 
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City of Auburn Hills, including all elected and 
appointed officials, all employees, representatives, and volunteers, all boards, 
commissions, and/or authorities, including but not limited to the Tax Increment Finance 
Authority, Brownfield Redevelopment Authority and the Downtown Development 
Authority, and their officers, employees representatives and volunteers from any injuries, 
liability, damages, expenses, attorney’s fees, causes of action, suits, claims 
or  judgments, costs, incurred and/or arising from the Contractor’s performing its work, 
jobs, duties and/or any other actions and/or omissions of the Contractor and/or its 
employees, representatives and/or agents pertaining to and/or in connection with the 
Activity. 

 
VII. Property and Materials 
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7.01 The Contractor also agrees that it is his/her responsibility to obtain and safeguard all 

property and materials needed to perform the services stated in this Contract.  The City 
will not reimburse the Contractor for any business expenses incurred in the performance 
of services under this Contract. 

 
VIII.   Termination 

 
8.01 The Contractor may terminate this Contract, upon at least thirty (30) days’ written notice 

to the City, by providing adequate reason as determined by the City, such as the 
Contractor relocating his/her residence and/or place of business at greater distance from 
the City. 

 
8.02 The City may terminate this Contract for any reason upon twenty-four (24) hours’ written 

notice to the Contractor, including such reasons as loss of funding for or cancellation of 
the Program under which the Contractor’s services are to be performed; or because of the 
Contractor’s failure or inability to perform the services stated in this Contract in a 
satisfactory manner. Services rendered will be paid to the date of termination. 

 
IX. Compliance with Laws 

 
9.01 The Contractor shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, and codes of the 

Federal, State and local governments, and shall in accordance with Section 6.01 of this 
Contract hold the City and other stated persons and/or entities harmless for any damages 
and other items specified in Section 6.01 arising from any violation by him/her. 

 
X.   Outside Services 

 
10.01 Nothing in this Contract shall prevent the Contractor from performing services for other 

individuals or organizations, as long as such activity does not interfere with the satisfactory 
performance of the services required by this Contract. 

 
XI. Assignment and Subcontracting 

 
11.01 The services covered by this Contract may be assigned or subcontracted, provided the 

Contractor obtains the prior written approval of the City. Such approval shall not constitute 
a basis for privity between the City and the subcontractor.  The Contractor agrees in 
accordance with Section 6.01 of this Contract to indemnify and hold the City and other 
stated persons and/or entities harmless from any claims initiated pursuant to any 
subcontract the Contractor enters into regarding the performance of this Contract. 

 
XII. Non-Discrimination 

 
12.01 The parties agree that, except where permitted by law, no person shall be denied services 

on the basis of race, color, gender, religion, national origin, age, marital status or disability.

constitutes a material part of the bargained for consideration without which this Contract 
would not have been executed.

If 
such negotiations are unsuccessful, the parties shall submit the dispute to non-binding 
mediation before a mutually agreed upon mediator located in Oakland County, Michigan. 
The cost of mediation shall be shared equally between the parties.

An update on each establishment has been provided below.  The information contained in this memo is current as 
of March 10th.

• Staff recommend that the Public Hearing be cancelled and the liquor license be renewed.

Lela’s Brunch, 951 S. Opdyke Rd 

• They had an outstanding balance due to the City for taxes.  As of March 10th, taxes have not been paid
(balance due $7,603.41).

• Staff recommend holding the Public Hearing to consider non-renewal of the liquor license.

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INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY (cont.) 
The City has conducted studies evaluating existing and future parking needs in Downtown Auburn Hills and its 
surrounding public spaces, which have demonstrated a need for additional public parking. These two proposed 
parking lots are part of the City’s long-term plan to add municipal facilities to address current and anticipated 
parking demand.  The Downtown Development Authority (DDA) and/or the Tax Increment Finance Authority (TIFA) 
will fund the project. 
 
Consistent with the City’s Master Plan, the new parking lots are designed as a western extension of Downtown 
Auburn Hills and will feature extensive landscaping and a decorative streetscape along Auburn Road to create an 
attractive, pedestrian-friendly appearance.

5. Greenbelts will be provided. 
6. Landscape requirements will be met, and calculations have been submitted.     
7. A note indicates that exterior lighting shall meet the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance.  The light poles 

will match the Downtown’s existing decorative single-head LED luminaire streetscape lighting.

Part 2 – Recommendation to City Council for Site Plan approval to construct municipal parking lots on the 
portion of 3157 Auburn Road immediately adjacent to Auburn Road and on vacant land located at the 
northeast corner of Churchill Road and Auburn Road. 
 
Mr. Beidoun opened the public hearing at 6:05 p.m. 

Mr. Cohen confirmed that the hearing documents are in order and that no written communications have been 
received regarding this petition. 

Mr. Cohen stated that this is a City-initiated proposal to establish two new public parking lots to support Downtown 
Auburn Hills and Riverside Park. 
 
He explained that Planning Commission consideration includes two separate but related actions: 

1. A rezoning request, and 
2. Site plan approval. 

 
The first action is a request to rezone the former Farm Boy property at 3157 Auburn Road from B-2, General 
Business District, to D, Downtown District. This request is consistent with the City’s Master Plan, which designates 
the property for Downtown Mixed Use. The proposed rezoning will align the zoning classification with the long-term 
vision for this area and further strengthen its integration into Downtown. 
 
The second action involves approval of a site plan for a total of 111 public parking spaces. Of these, 91 spaces are 
proposed on the former Farm Boy property along Auburn Road, and 20 spaces are proposed on the vacant parcel 
at the northeast corner of Churchill Road and Auburn Road. 
Mr. Cohen explained that the City has completed parking studies to assess both current and future needs in 
Downtown Auburn Hills. The findings demonstrated a clear need to expand public parking capacity to support the 
continued success of Downtown businesses and ensure a convenient, positive experience for residents and 
visitors. In response to these findings, the City Council strategically acquired the properties and directed staff to 
proceed with developing the proposed parking lots. 
 
These parking lots have been thoughtfully designed as a western extension of Downtown Auburn Hills. The plan 
incorporates extensive landscaping and a decorative streetscape along Auburn Road to create an attractive, 
pedestrian-friendly environment that complements the character and quality of the Downtown. 

      March 4, 2026 
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The City’s goal is to complete all or part of these improvements by the end of this year to address parking needs in 
a timely and proactive manner. 
 
Mr. Cohen stated that the staff recommends approval of both the rezoning request and the site plan. 
 
Andy Wiseman, Nowak and Fraus, 46777 Woodward Ave., Pontiac, MI 48342, who designed the project on 
behalf of the City, was available to answer any technical questions from the Commission. 
 
The Commission asked about the following: 

1. Sufficient capacity of the underground water detention system; 
2. Necessity of oil separation in the detention system; 
3. A physical barrier between the parking lot and the auto repair shop; 
4. The walkway in front of the auto repair shop; 
5. Potential that this will be paid parking. 

 
Mr. Wiseman explained that the capacity of the underground water detention is sufficient and will be cleaned out 
regularly. This detention area does not require an oil separator. He stated that there will be a landscape barrier 
between the lot and the auto repair shop, but not a fence. Mr. Cohen explained that the sidewalk in front of the auto 
repair shop is not anticipated to be replaced until the property is redeveloped, but this improvement could be further 
evaluated as this project is implemented if the property owner is agreeable. 
 
With respect to paid parking, Mr. Cohen explained that the City is exploring paid parking in certain high-traffic areas 
of Downtown, but at this time, it is not foreseen for these lots. There have been preliminary discussions about the 
City offering a paid residential permit or license for some of the spaces in the Farm Boy lot in the future, as part of a 
long-term plan to accommodate the existing residential units in the mixed-use developments within Downtown.  Mr. 
Lang stated that an electronic gate is not planned for these lots. 
 
Richard Lehto, 37 Churchill Road, who resides north of the Farm Boy lot, stated that while he supports additional 
Downtown parking lots, he is concerned about whether the lots will have posted hours. He also asked whether 
there will be a barrier or fence along the back (north) part of the parking lot, as well as concerns about people 
walking through the auto repair shop parking lot. 
 
Mr. Cohen explained that it has not yet been determined whether the parking lots will have limited hours. He 
reiterated that some spaces may be permitted or licensed for use by nearby residential units in the Downtown.  Mr. 
Cohen explained that there will be a decorative fence at the top of the retaining wall, except for a small area left 
open to pile the snow in the winter. Mr. Cohen felt confident that the City would work with the adjoining residents to 
ensure proper buffering and security on both sides of Churchill Road if trespass or nuisances became an issue 
after the lots were constructed and operational. 
 
Ty White, 30 Churchill Road, also expressed a similar concern about the fencing. She thanked Mr. Cohen for 
speaking with her and for sending her information about the project prior to the meeting.  She plans to demolish the 
existing home on her property and build a new one in the future. Mr. Cohen stated that the City is open to providing 
additional landscaping and, if needed, a decorative fence barrier for the Churchill lot adjacent to Ms. White’s 
property. 
 
There being no further public comments, Mr. Beidoun closed the public hearing at 6:19 p.m. 

Moved by Pavlich to recommend to City Council the approval of the rezoning of 3157 Auburn Road from B-
2, General Business District to D, Downtown District.

Dear Mr. Cohen: 
 
We have completed the site plan review for the above referenced project with respect to grading, paving, storm 
drainage/detention, and availability of municipal utilities to serve the site. The site plan, received by this office on 
February 16, 2026, was prepared by Nowak and Fraus Engineers. The review comments are noted below. 
 
PERMITS: 
Various permits will be required for this site, including but not limited to the following: 
 

 Soil erosion permit from O.C.W.R.C. 
 Wetland construction permit from E.G.L.E. 
 Floodplain Letter of Map Change from F.E.M.A. 

 
GENERAL: 
The site consists of two locations: Area A located on the north side of Auburn Road just west of Churchill Road at 
3157 Auburn Road; and Area B, located at the northeast corner of Auburn Road and Churchill Road at 3211 
Auburn Road, 10 Churchill Road, and 20 Churchill Road, all within Section 25 of the City of Auburn Hills. The 
applicant, the City of Auburn Hills, is proposing to develop the site into multiple municipal parking lots to provide 
additional parking for the downtown area. Area A and the adjacent property to the north and east are zoned 
General Business (B-2) while the adjacent property to the west is zoned One Family Residential (R-4). Area B is 
located in the Downtown (D) zoning district while the adjacent property to the north is zoned One Family 
Residential (R-4). A complete legal description of the parcels is shown on the plan. The City of Auburn Hills 
Standard Notes and Fire Department Notes are included on the plans. A landscape plan was included in the plan 
set, and trees shall be located outside of the influence of public utilities if feasible. The City of Auburn Hills 
Standard Details were not included in the plan set and will need to be in the engineering review submittal. A 
demolition plan and a soil erosion and sedimentation control plan will also be needed for the engineering review.  
 
The City acknowledges its prior agreement with the American Legion regarding the placement of their pole sign 
and temporary sign at the northeast corner of Auburn Road and Churchill Road. The City is actively working 
towards a solution that will meet the needs of both the City and the American Legion.  
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MUNICIPAL UTILITIES: 
There is an existing 16-inch water main that extends along the north side of Auburn Road. From the existing 16-
inch water main along Auburn Road, an 8-inch water main extends north along the west side of Churchill Road. 
The City is proposing to extend a new 8-inch water main north from the existing 16-inch water main along 
Auburn Road to serve Area A. One (1) existing fire hydrant assembly will be relocated to provide adequate 
coverage for this area. The City is also proposing to tap the existing 8-inch water main along Churchill Road and 
extend 6-inch water main east to serve Area B. One (1) new fire hydrant assembly is proposed to provide adequate 
coverage for this area. Please note that 90-degree bends are not permitted per City standards and the water main 
alignment shall be updated at engineering review. No new fire suppression lines or domestic service lines are 
proposed as part of this project. Additional details such as material, profiles, and any valve locations, shall be 
provided for engineering review.  
 
There is an existing 10-inch sanitary sewer that extends along the north side of Auburn Road and 12-inch sanitary 
sewer that extends north along the west side of Area A. Existing 10-inch sanitary sewer also extends along the east 
side of Churchill Road. The applicant is not proposing any changes to the existing sanitary sewer as part of this 
project.  
 
STORM SEWER AND DETENTION: 
Area A is located within the Huntoon Drainage District, which has a maximum discharge rate of 0.20 cfs/acre. 
Storm water runoff for Area A will be collected via a series of catch basins and routed to an underground 
detention system located underneath the parking lot on the east side of the property. The underground detention 
system will then outlet to the existing storm sewer that extends south through the site ultimately discharging to the 
Clinton River. Preliminary proposed underground detention calculations were provided on the plan. The 
underground detention system is currently sized to meet Oakland County’s 100-year storage volume; however, the 
maximum discharge rate of 0.20 cfs/acre for the site shall be used in the calculations at engineering review. Storm 
water runoff from Area B will be collected via a catch basin and routed to the existing storm system that extends 
east through the property ultimately discharging to the Clinton River. A mechanical pre-treatment structure has 
been provided on the plans prior to the storm water entering the underground detention system. A mechanical 
pre-treatment structure shall be provided for the storm water from Area B prior to discharge in accordance with 
City and O.C.W.R.C. requirements or the proposed catch basin shall tie into the existing storm system upstream of 
the existing treatment structure located on site. The mechanical pre-treatment structure shall conform to City 
standards and additional details and calculations will be needed for engineering review. Additional information on 
the proposed storm sewer and underground detention system (i.e., material, slope, profile, calculations, etc.) will 
also be required for engineering review.  
 
There are existing wetlands located at the northwest portion of Area A. The applicant is proposing to fill 
approximately 340 square yards of wetlands and alter the existing storm sewer to accommodate the proposed 
parking lot. A wetland construction permit will need to be obtained from E.G.L.E for this work. The applicant is 
also proposing to fill approximately 60 cubic yards of floodplain at Area B to accommodate the proposed parking 
lot. A Floodplain Letter of Map Change from F.E.M.A. will be required.  
 
PAVING/TRAFFIC: 
There are currently two existing drive approaches located off Auburn Road and one existing drive approach 
located off Churchill Road; however, the City is proposing to remove those approaches. Access to Area A is 
proposed to be provided via one (1) new approach located off Auburn Road, and Access to Area B is proposed to 
be provided via one (1) new enter-only approach and one (1) new exit-only approach located off Churchill Road. 
The plans indicate concrete curb and gutter and 4-inch asphalt pavement. The new drive approaches shall be a 
minimum of 8-inch concrete on 8-inch 21AA limestone aggregate base per City standards. Pavement cross-
sections for the asphalt pavement and concrete sidewalk have been provided and appear to meet City standards. 
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The applicant is proposing 84 parking spaces including 5 barrier free accessible parking spaces and 2 electric 
vehicle parking spaces at Area A. The applicant is also proposing 19 parking spaces including 1 barrier free 
accessible parking space at Area B. A snow storage area has been designated in Area A on the northeast side of the 
parking lot. A streetscape matching the aesthetic of the Downtown is proposed along the north side of Auburn 
Road adjacent to the proposed parking lots and will provide a pedestrian connection to the Downtown. 
Additionally, a concrete sidewalk is proposed along the east side of Churchill Road at Area B. 
 
GRADING: 
Existing grades are shown with contours and spot elevations while proposed grades are shown with spot 
elevations. Area A is sloped towards the north and east side of the site and follows the existing site’s drainage 
pattern. Area B is sloped towards the east side of the site and follows the existing site’s drainage pattern. Site 
slopes shall meet the requirement of 1:4 max and match into existing contours prior to all abutting property lines. 
Pavement slopes are consistent with City standards and are to remain between 1% and 6% for drive areas and 
between 1% and 4% for parking areas. Sidewalk slopes shall comply with ADA standards. The existing wood 
guardrail along Auburn Road east of Churchill Road will be relocated to provide fall protection along the Clinton 
River.  
 
A block retaining wall is proposed along the north and west sides of the proposed parking lot in Area A with a 
landscape boulder wall on each end. A block retaining wall is also proposed along the northeast corner of the 
parking lot in Area B with a landscape boulder wall on each end. A detail for the block retaining wall with a fence 
has been provided on the plan along with a detail for the dry-laid boulder wall. A fence shall also be provided 
where the boulder wall exceeds 2.5 feet in height, and the detail shall be updated to show the fence. Design details 
and computations (sealed by a licensed engineer) will need to be submitted and approved during the engineering 
review for all walls greater than one (1) foot in height.  
 
RECOMMENDATIONS: 
The site plan is in substantial compliance with City of Auburn Hills requirements and has been stamped 
“Approved” by our office. We ask that the site plan approval acknowledge the following: 
 

1. The site improvement plan, designed in accordance with Ordinance No. 806, shall be submitted to 
the City for review and approval prior to construction. A detailed cost estimate for the improvements 
shall be submitted with the plans signed and sealed by the design engineer.

In accordance with the City of Auburn Hills Citizen Participation Ordinance, this letter is to inform you that 
the City has initiated a development proposal to create two new public parking areas to serve Riverside 
Park and Downtown Auburn Hills. 

As described in the enclosed public notice and map, the proposal includes the following: 
1. Rezoning Request - Approval is requested to rezone the former Farm Boy property located at 3157

Auburn Road from B-2, General Business District to D, Downtown District.
2. Site Plan - Approval is requested to construct a total of 111 parking spaces on the portion of the

former Farm Boy property immediately adjacent to Auburn Road (91 spaces) and on vacant land
located at the northeast corner of Churchill Road and Auburn Road (20 spaces).

As background, the City of Auburn Hills has conducted studies to evaluate existing and future parking 
needs for Downtown Auburn Hills and its surrounding public spaces. These two proposed parking lots are 
part of the City’s long-term plan to add municipal facilities to address current and anticipated parking 
demand.  The Auburn Hills Downtown Development Authority (DDA) and/or the Auburn Hills Tax 
Increment Finance Authority (TIFA) will fund the project. 

Consistent with the City’s Master Plan, the new parking lots are designed as a western extension of 
Downtown Auburn Hills and will feature extensive landscaping and a decorative streetscape along

In accordance with the City of Auburn Hills Citizen Participation Ordinance, City staff mailed 244 
descriptive notification letters, in addition to the required legal notice, to property owners and 
occupants located within 1,000 feet of the proposed project on February 9, 2026. 
 
As of this date, the City has received two phone calls in response to the mailing: 
 
1. A person residing in Florida who recently inherited the home at 3082 Churchill inquired whether 

the City would be interested in purchasing the property. Staff advised that, due to the parcel’s 
narrow configuration and its location within the neighborhood's interior, the City is not interested at 
this time. 
 

2. The property owner of 30 Churchill Road, located immediately north of the City’s proposed 20-
space parking lot at the northeast corner of Churchill Road and Auburn Road, contacted the City 
with questions about the project and whether it would encroach on her property. She noted that 
she acquired the property approximately three years ago and intends to demolish the existing 
home and construct a new residence in the future. She did not express any objections or 
concerns.

Voters to Increase the Current Fire Millage Rate Maximum from 2.50 to 4.00 

INTRODUCTION AND HISTORY 
When the City Charter was first approved in the early 1980’s, the authors of the Charter set a maximum millage 
rate of 2.50 mills for a fire department.  Little did they know back then that Auburn Hills would become a city of 
more than 26,000 residents, an international business address, and have a daytime population of about 80,000. 
With that growth came the commensurate growth of our fire department.  That growth has been slow and steady, 
addressing the increasing needs over the years on an incremental basis.  In 2016, with the millage rate rolled back 
due to Headlee, the city asked residents to take the then reduced millage rate of 1.76 mills to its Charter authorized 
2.50 mills.  The community, with overwhelming support, returned the millage to 2.50 mills.  That restoration of the 
millage provided adequate funding beginning in 2017, and up until 2025.   

Now, in 2026, we find ourselves in a position where the 2.50 mills are no longer adequate to support the operations 
of the fire department.  These include the activities of fire prevention, fire suppression, as well as emergency 
medical services and advanced life support.  We are now utilizing the city’s fund balance to meet our fire 
department obligations, something that can be done as a short-term stopgap measure but is not a formula for 
reliable long-term funding of the fire department. Beginning this year and moving forward, there is no year 
projected without a deficit in the fire department of hundreds of thousands of dollars.  That can’t continue.   

Historically, and currently, Auburn Hills has had a solid reputation of carrying little to no debt and is highly fiscally 
responsible.  We take spending very seriously and are good stewards of taxpayer dollars.  We do not have a bloated 
fire department.  Considering that we must cover this community with fire and emergency medical services twenty-
four hours a day, seven days a week, we have just 24 full-time firefighter/paramedics in three fire stations 
strategically located for adequate response times, staffing a total of two ambulances on a regular basis. This is a 
total of two (2) ambulances, NOT two (2) from each station.  And while personnel in the department has grown 
slowly and has been matched to our growing demands, we find ourselves in a position whereby calls for service is 
growing faster than the size of the staff we need to address these calls, and at the same time, costs associated with 
required training and the equipment needed to respond to the community’s needs has increased exponentially. 
Ambulances, fire engines, and other fire apparatus have increased in cost as much as 50% in just the last five years.  
However, the millage rate of 2.50 mills and the revenue associated with that millage cannot keep up with these 
costs.  And while we very much appreciate our neighboring communities and the mutual aid pacts we have with 
them, we find ourselves increasingly reliant upon them to respond to our calls for service when we don’t have 
enough staff to cover them.  This too, can’t continue.   

The city administration and fire administration do not take asking for a tax increase lightly.  In fact, we have 
prolonged the request to now when we have begun to exceed the revenues produced by the current 2.50 mills.  As 
a result, and to address the needs of the fire department well in the future, we will be asking our residents to 
consider increasing the fire millage to 4.00 mills in August, which would begin being collected in 2027 taxes.  For a 
homeowner with a home that has a Taxable Value of $100,000 and currently paying $250 annually for fire and EMS 
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services, that amount would increase $150 per year to $400.  This increase would provide a certain number of 
assurances for the community.  These assurances include regular ongoing training, the latest equipment and life-
saving technology, an increase in staffing of an additional three (3) paramedics, and an additional regularly 
operating ambulance increasing the number of ambulances in service across the city from two (2) to three (3). 
Additional revenues will also address the increased costs we have experienced for fire apparatus as well as 
equipment needed for fire suppression and advanced life support services for the community.   
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Staff recommend that City Council adopt the two resolutions contained herein.  The first is a resolution titled: 
RESOLUTION APPROVING PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE CITY CHARTER AND APPROVING BALLOT LANGUAGE.  
The second is titled: RESOLUTION TO APPROVE BALLOT LANGUAGE AND SUBMIT TO THE ELECTORS A PROPOSED 
MILLAGE TO REPEAL AND REPLACE THE CURRENT MILLAGE AT 4 MILLS FOR FIRE PROTECTION, EMERGENCY 
MEDICAL SERVICES, AND ADVANCED LIFE SUPPORT SERVICES. 
 
The adoption of these resolutions will set forth the city’s ballot initiatives to amend the Charter and seek approval 
of a new fire department millage at 4.00 mills and will place both questions on a ballot for consideration by voters 
at the August 4, 2026, election.  It should be noted that the state legislature is currently considering legislation that 
would prohibit our ballot questions from appearing on August 4 and move them to the November 3 election.  If 
that should occur, we will quickly notify City Council and the residents of that change.  In the meantime, staff will 
begin an educational campaign to inform residents of the city’s reasons for seeking additional funding for the fire 
department, and the benefits they will receive should they support the millage increase, as well as the cost 
associated with the millage increase.

State of Oakland County: Coulter touts affordability plans, AAA bond rating

Oakland County enjoys a collaborative bipartisan political climate, a thriving small business community and a cohesive 
approach to growth and support for low-income families and individuals to find solid financial footing. 

That’s County Executive David Coulter’s perspective, shared at Thursday night’s State of the County address at Oakland 
University. Coulter said he believes the Republicans and Democrats working for the county “are more cohesive and 
collaborative than those at most of the state and national offices,” adding that they provide an example for others to 
follow. 

His speech was intended to make people feel good about the county, he said. 

Not everyone did. Commissioner Mike Spisz, an Oxford Republican and the minority caucus leader, called it a basic speech 
that “touched all the heart strings: kids, veterans and animals. 

But he said it had no real detail or future outlook and skipped such hot-button issues as conflict-of-interest and financial 
disclosure questions facing county officials or plans to spend more than $350 million to move an estimated 700 county 
employees to downtown Pontiac. 

The county hasn’t had a flawless year. The bacteria legionella bacteria is still being found in county campus buildings’ 
plumbing; fallout from the Zaydlogix contract scandal lingers and county and local officials are grappling with concerns 
about ICE investigations and fear among residents. County officials will also face tough budget choices as $244 million 
from the federal COVID-19 relief American Rescue Plan Act ends on Dec. 31.

Coulter said belt tightening is in the county’s future and acknowledged that county residents, like many in the country, 
are worried about the future.

Coulter highlighted affordability, from free bus rides for the county’s 53,000 military veterans to initiatives that helped 
14,000 families eliminate $9 million in medical debt last year and will eliminate more than $6 million in medical debt for 
6,300 residents. The county paid $2 million to the Boston-based non-profit Undue Medical Debt to help the residents. 

Eliminating medical debt allows people who need preventative or critical health care support to see their doctors without 
fear, Coulter said. 

He also said that the county’s $500,000 partnership with Virginia-based SAVI to ease the student-loan burden for 3,200 
residents by reducing their student-loan debt by an average of $46,000 per student, which Coulter said, giving the 
students an average of $142 more to spend or save each month 

Addressing high housing costs, Coulter said, is essential for stabilizing people with lower incomes and reducing 
homelessness. The county invested $20 million – $18 million from ARPA funds – into the new Housing Trust Fund for 
public-private partnerships to create new housing. So far, the fund has added 1,100 units of affordable housing including 
some rental properties in such communities as Pontiac, Hazel Park, Southfield, Rochester Hills, Auburn Hills, Ferndale and 
Royal Oak Township. 

“We’re not leaving anyone behind,” he said.

The latest program is Oakland Connects, which employs community health workers dedicated to helping residents 
struggling with homelessness, medical issues, financial distress or accessing social services. The program replaces the 
Nurse-on-Call hotline to help residents find benefits and resources from 14 partner agencies until they are stable. 

Coulter, citing U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development statistics, said the county’s homeless population has 
dropped from a peak estimate of 1,000 people to 357 in 2025. Pontiac resident Sean Preston and Waterford Township 



resident Robin McGregor, both community activists, said they believe the homeless number is higher, because HUD’s 
annual counts cover limited areas and result in estimated figures. 

“In a state where even the most innocuous legislative initiatives too often succeed or fail on strict party-line votes, 
Oakland County’s elected leaders collaborate and compromise, adopting annual budgets by unanimous, bipartisan votes,” 
Coulter said. “We continue to believe that our county government can improve the lives of all our residents – and we’re 
proving it every day.”

Coulter emphasized the county’s ranking as the most prosperous for businesses in the state. 

The county has a per-capita income of $93,579 according to Federal Bank figures from 2024, the highest in the state, and 
a median income of $97,760, according to U.S. Census figures for 2024. 

Nationally, per-capita income in 2024 was $73,204 and $63,690 statewide, according to census figures. 

Republican Brian Calley, chairman of OU’s board of trustees, introduced Coulter and focused on the county’s business 
influence. 

Calley highlighted two county programs: Oakland 80, the county’s drive to ensure 80% of Oakland County adults achieve 
a college degree or certified training by 2030; and Oakland Thrive, a non-profit developed in 2022 to support small-
business owners with coaches and consultants.

Calley is the CEO of the Small Business Association of Michigan and former lieutenant governor under Gov. Rick Snyder. 

He praised Coulter for producing balanced annual budgets with bipartisan support since 2019, one key to the county’s 
triple-A bond rating, the highest possible. This means the county is financially stable and qualifies for lower interest rates 
when borrowing money. 



Coulter’s overall message, beyond building and maintaining a robust business climate? 

“The mission of the county is to make a better life for us all,” he said. 

He noted the county has more engineers, foreign investment and people with advanced degrees along with some of the 
safest and most desirable neighborhoods in the nation. He noted the U.S. Census Bureau has tracked rising populations in 
all of the county’s 62 municipalities for the first time in recent memory. The county’s estimated population is 1,296,888 in 
2025, up from 1,274,371 in 2024, an increase of 1.76% 

Coulter attributed the increase to immigrants choosing to live in the county, whether they came for an education and 
decided to stay or fled a war-torn country or wanted to be closer to family members.

After his speech, Coulter said the county will not engage in any contracts with U.S. Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement and the U.S. Border Patrol. 

The county’s business landscape includes offices for more than 800 foreign-owned firms with Astemo Americas, American 
Rheinmetall and Teradyne creating hundreds of jobs, he said.

Coulter said the county’s workforce development team is crucial to supporting those companies, so it can connect job 
seekers to employment. 

“We want our young people to stay in Oakland County,” he said. 

That means making sure transportation is available, he said, adding the public-transit system has so far provided more 
than seven million trips and will expand with 16 new SMART buses on order that will provide another 100,000 rides.

Commissioner Gwen Markham, a Novi Democrat and chair of the Southeast Michigan Council of Governments board, said 
she wished Coulter talked more about SMART’s expansion and how it will serve residents throughout the county. 

County Commission Chairman Dave Woodward, a Royal Oak Democrat, said Coulter explained how the county programs 
are improving residents’ lives. 

“These things don’t happen by themselves, but when the executive and the board are committed to using every resource 
available and adopt an ‘all of the above; strategy to make people’s lives better – there is nothing we can’t achieve 
together,” he said, adding it proves “once again, while Washington and Lansing are broken, we get things done in 
Oakland County.” 
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
